Subject:            Graduate Student Tuition and Fees, and Fringe Benefits for proposal budgets

The University is anticipating that fees for graduate students will go up much more next year than has been the case in the last few years.  In addition, the University is committed to increasing its contribution to graduate student health care coverage.

If a GRA’s stipend comes from a sponsored project, that project will be charged the higher rates for tuition (if not covered by the student’s college) and fringe benefits.  With this in mind, please use the following rates in budgeting GRA fees and benefits in all grant proposals, beginning immediately:
